2001 Show Team

Once again, for the 2001 show season the Pinecrest Farm Riding Club is assembling a team of riders who wish to develop their skills, meet other riders, and enjoy themselves through competing in area shows.  This is a great way to spend part of your summer, and was very popular with the dozen members who participated in the team in 1999 and 2000.
The 2001 Show Team will participate in at least six Primary shows.  All of the Primary shows are part of the Ottawa Valley Primary Show Circuit, so points earned at each show count towards OVPSC annual awards.  Although several team members succeeded in winning awards in 1999 and 2000, winning these awards is not our main goal.  We want to foster a learning environment where students are encouraged to do their personal best and to progress throughout the season.  And, most important, we have lots of fun!

In 2001, for the first time, the Pinecrest Show Team will also participate in optional shows at the Trillium level.  Our goals for Trillium involvement this first year are modest, oriented towards learning and gaining experience at this higher level.  We will be attending either one or two Trillium shows, depending on the progress of young horses and riders. Watch for a separate Trillium Show Team next year!

Participation in Pinecrest’s 2001 Show Team at either the Primary or Trillium level is open to riders ready to show at a schooling or competitive level (please talk to your coach if you are unsure if you qualify).  To improve everyone’s enjoyment and success, a special program of  coaching, clinics, and at-show coaching is provided to team members.  To reduce the cost of showing (coaching, trailering, horse leasing), we pre-select a group of shows for most of the team to attend together, so that this valuable package of services is offered to show team members at the lowest-possible prices.

Registration for the 2001 Show Team is open till May 30, on a first-come, first-served basis (limited to 15 people).  Please consult Michelle, Marli, Dominique, Jennifer or Angie for further details, or use the following registration form to sign up.

Friends and family are welcome at all shows.  And, we need volunteers, to help out with driving, grooming and trailering and all the other exciting, fun things that are part of this.

Even if you’re not showing,  come out and cheer the Team on!!!!

Show Preparation

In addition to the actual show days, show team members have the following responsibilities:

· Preparing your show horse for the show the evening or afternoon before. This includes bathing, grooming, braiding, clipping, cleaning tack and packing. This usually takes about three to four hours, depending how good you are at braiding and how much your horse likes baths!  (If you’ve never done this before, don’t worry - there will be someone there to help you.)

· Looking after your show horse after we return from the show (taking out braids, grooming, clean tack, unpacking, cleaning out horse trailer, feeding horse)

· Obtaining your own saddle pad grooming supplies (braiding thread, 3 prong mane comb, scissors, crochet hook, stitch ripper). Pinecrest will supply the rest (shampoo, wraps, etc.)

· Dressing appropriately (safety, comfort, warmth, dryness)

· Acquiring a current-year Ontario Equestrian Federation membership and number (available through the OEF website at www.horse.on.ca)
· Filling out and signing entry forms for each show, in consultation with your coach.  Please leave checks or credit card info with Michelle in advance for your show entry fees.

Proposed 2001 Pointed Divisions

Short Stirrups Equitation   Open to riders under 12 years of age as of last January 1, on horses or ponies, with maximum jump heights to 18”. Riders are eligible only for the pre-novice division in addition to this one.

Pre-Novice Division   Open to all ages of riders , who may only cross enter into short stirrups, pre-green, or novice and novice equitation.  Maximum jump height of 2’.  Intended for riders in their first year of showing with the exception of short stirrup or beginner division.  Points will be calculated separately for year-end awards, as this division is combined with pre-green. 

Pony Hunter  Open to all ponies, ridden by a junior rider, with maximum jump heights to 2’3”.

Novice Rider   Open to riders who have not won three firsts over fences in a recognized, permit, OVHSSA or OVPSC show, excluding ribbons won in Short Stirrups, Pre-novice and Beginner.  Max jump heights of 2’ 3”.

Novice Equitation   Open to riders who have not won 3 firsts over fences in a recognized, permit, OVHSSA or OVPSC show.  Max jump height of 2’3”.      

School Horse   Open to horses and ponies owned by a riding school, used in a regular lesson program and ridden by a riding school student enrolled in a regular lesson program..  Max jump heights of 2’3”.

Child Adult  Open to horses and ponies ridden by an amateur rider.  Max jump heights of 2’6”.

Low Hunter   Open to all riders, horses and ponies.  Max jump heights of 2’9”.

Open Equitation   Open to all riders, horses and ponies.  Max jump heights of 2’9”.

Training Hunter   Open to all riders, horses and ponies.  Max jump heights of 2’6”.

Pre-Green Hunter   Open to all riders.  Horses and ponies must be in their first year of showing.  Points will be calculated separately for year-end awards as this division is combined with pre-novice.

Hack  Open to all horses and riders.  Sorry, no ponies.  Please refer to CEF rule book, section F for definitions (Pleasure Hack, Road Hack and Show Hack).

2001 Non-Pointed Division
Beginner   Open to all ages of riders who may not enter any other division.
